Subject + will/shall+ be + Verb (1st form) + ing + object (Affirmative)

o Will- All subjects (Shall- | and We-only in interrogative sentences)

Positive- | will be writing a letter.
Negative- | will not be writing a letter.
Interrogative- Shall | be writing a letter?

Inter. Negative- Shall | not be writing a letter?

o The form of a verb that tells about an action that will be going
on at some point in the future is called The Future Continuous
Tense.
