Sentences Rules

1. Zero Conditional Sentence (Type-0)

2. First Conditional Sentences (Type-1)

3. Second Conditional Sentences (Type-2)
4. Third Conditional Sentences (Type-3)

Zero Conditional Sentences Type- 0
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- — If/When + Present Simple...Present Simple.

Examples: -
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¢ If the ice melts, it converts into water.
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e People get fat if/when they eat excessively.
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e If/When I drink milk, | get energy.
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e If you heat water above 100 degrees, it boils.
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If you add two to two, there are four.
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If you pour oil on the water, it floats.

First Conditional Sentences Type- 1
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Rule: - If/When + Present Simple...... Will/May/Might/Could.

Examples: —
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If it rains today, he might cancel the meeting.
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If 1 arrive early, | may go to the party.
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If you don’t invite her, | won’t come either.
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e If you do not arrive on time, we will be late.
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e If you abuse me, | will break your jaw.

e If she doesn’t talk to me, | won't talk to her either.

Second Conditional Sentences Type- 2
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HQq SIR™Y dIdN (If | had money, | would definitely help you.)
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Rulé! - If + Past Simple...Would/Could

Examples: -
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If | were a pigeon | would fly in the sky.
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If | were rich | would buy a car.
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If | had a book, | would give it to you.
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If you were a thief, | would be beating you.
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e If | had a car, | would be driving that.
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e If | had a gun, | would shoot you.
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o If | were you, | would beat him badly.
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e | would tell you If | knew his address.
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e If you invited her, she would definitely come.
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o If | were Amit, | would not say those things.

Third Conditional Sentences Type- 3

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o If you had listened to me that day, it would not have
happened.
