


Will- गा, गे, गी 
Future Tense

1. Used for future prediction or plan
I will go to Goa next week.
He will be in the office by 10 a.m.

2. Decision
I will buy a new car next month.
Shefali will stay at home.

3. Promise
We will give you a promotion next year.
I will meet you tomorrow.

4. Conditional sentences- Real situations
If it rains, I will get wet.
If you work hard, You will pass the exam.



Would- ऐसा होता, ऐसा होगा 
Present and Past Tense

1. Polite Request/offer
Would you mind closing the door?
Would you like to have some coffee?

2. Permission
Would you mind if I leave early tonight?
Would you drop me off at school?

2. Past tense usage
He told me that he would come to the party.
I thought she would say YES to me.

3. Conditionals- Imaginary situations
If I had wings, I would fly all over the world. (2nd Type)
If you played well, We would win the match. (2nd Type)
If we had left early, we would not have missed the flight.(3rd)



Shall- गा, गे, गी 
Future Tense

1.   Suggestion/making offer

Shall we leave now?

Shall I help you?

Shall we start the meeting?

Shall I start the movie?

2.   Orders/commands

You shall clean all the rooms.

He shall be punished for this.

All the employees shall reach the office before 8 a.m.



Should- ऐसा होता, ऐसा होगा 
Present and Past Tense

1. Advice/suggestion/moral obligation

You should take some rest.

He should not be here at this time.

We should respect our elders.

2. Situations/condition

Run fast lest you should miss the train.

Study hard lest you should fail.

3.    Probability
He should be here by now.
We should be studying hard for this test.





Must- जरूर ,अवश्य, करना ही है 
1.   Strong obligation

You must come to school everyday.

I must quit smoking.

We must work hard to pass the exam.

2.   Strong Guess

He must be at home.

You must be above 30.

3. Strong will

I must win the match.

4. Duty
A doctor must treat all patients equally.
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
