Parts of Speech-(भाषा के भेद )
The words used in the sentences are divided into 

different parts, these are called words.

1. Noun- (संज्ञा) (Naming something or someone)

Nisha, Delhi, table, river, fan, school, sadness, fear, anxiety etc.

2.    Pronoun- (सर्वनाम) (Replacement of noun)

He, she, It, They, You, I, We, Us, my, your, his, her, theirs etc.

3.    Verb- (क्रिया) (action word)

Helping verbs- is, am, are, was, were, has, have

Auxiliary verbs- will, shall, can, could, should, would, dare, need

Stative verbs- want, need, agree, hear, like, love, hate

Dynamic verbs- learn, write, play, jump, slap, punch, speak, walk



4. Adverb- (क्रियाक्रर्शेषण) (qualifies a verb, an adjective or other adverb)

Today, very, loudly, late, already, here, somewhere, often etc.

5. Adjective- (क्रर्शेषण) (describes the quality of a noun)

Bad, hot, red, a, blue, beautiful, many, honest, quiet etc.

6.  Preposition - (संबंधसूचक) (comes before noun/pronoun to 
establish its relation with the other word in the sentence)

To, by, in, on, at, into, for, in front, across, above, after, behind etc.

7. Conjunction- (समुच्चयबोधक) (combines two words, clauses or sentences)

And, or, but, either….or, because, as well as, not only….but also, etc.

8. Interjection- (क्रर्स्मयाक्रदबोधक) (describe sudden emotion/feeling)

Oh! Wow! Excellent! Alas! Bravo! Ouch! Yuppie! Hello! Ok!
